Other diversion 
programs (or not)

Part 1 is supposed to 
come from the police, 
but often is filled out 
by FCCP and parents

Sometimes, this part 1 
form is filled out and 
then the family (child) 
enrolls in the program 
and the 90 day starts 

Family court can 
refer to the YDP 
program after arrest, 
if they’d like to (or 
simply to the FCCP). 
Dotted line 
indicating a semi-
rare event
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
